These foster parents were wonderful and Shirleylikel her problems were over. But, arrangementewadready made to go to
Hephzibah. So once again, she was uprooted anf@deland insecurity. The adjustment to lifehet Home was not easy. When
night came, she laid her pillow on the floor betwé®o beds in her bedroom and cried herself tapslggradually Shirley developed
a routine. One day before school, Shirley wentatlouum the carpet in Mr. Neyman's office. There saw the superintendent on his
knees and heard him praying for food to be suppliegter that week, Shirley missed school for ataleappointment. After the other
children had gone to school, she went to wheretd# met for their prayer meeting. Here she vatesl the answer to Mr. Neyman’s
prayer. A big truck pulled up the driveway to thining hall. The freezers of the Piggly Wiggly tdnad quit working and they had
to get rid of all their frozen food. The staff acldldren enjoyed shrimp, pizzas, and many othécages. Another time the Pet Milk
Company truck had an accident and brought therieane to the Home. Shirley found that prayer anakés just go together.

But there they are...5.125 inches

The Washington Monument is 55 feet wide at the lbask555
feet tall, overlooking the 69 square miles whicimpoise the
District of Columbia, capital of the United State#fsAmerica. It
is made of 36,000 stones of marble (from Marylaantt) gran-
ite (from Maine) and weighs 90,000 tons. The monutrsees
about 800,000 visitors a year.
